1- Application
Listed on the checklist page of Blackbaud, the application is complete once all required fields are
submitted and the $100 application fee is paid.

2 - Parent Questionnaire

3 - Parent Admissions Conference
Please call our office to schedule your parent meeting with Lisa. This is an opportunity for
you to share what you're looking for in your child’s education. It is also a time for us to answer
questions about Columbus Academy. Please allow approximately 30 minutes for this meeting.

4 - Admissions Screening (Grades 1 - 4)
You will bring your child for one of our pre-selected screening dates in the months of January
and February. Dates for those screenings are available in December after an application has
been received.

Admissions Screening (Grade 5)
Students take the Independent School Entrance Exam (ISEE) which Academy offers a few times
on campus.

5- Teacher Report & Transcript
Applicants are required to request a transcript and current teacher recommendations in both
Math and Language Arts. Please do not submit these until December so grades are current and
applicant’s teachers know the child well.
