In order to begin the application process, you must first create an inquiry through 
our web portal. Click here or scan the QR code to get started. Once your inquiry 
form is processed, you will be able to log-in and go through the following 
admissions steps.

Application Process

1 -  Application
Listed on the checklist page of Blackbaud, the application is complete once all required fields are 
submitted and the $100 application fee is paid.

2 -  Parent Questionnaire
Allows us get to know your family and child better.

3 -  Parent Admissions Conference
Please call our office to schedule your parent meeting with Lisa. This is an opportunity for 
you to share what you’re looking for in your child’s education. It is also a time for us to answer 
questions about Columbus Academy. Please allow approximately 30 minutes for this meeting. 

4 -  Shadow Day and Student Interview
Please call our office to schedule your child’s shadow day (7:45 a.m. – 1:00 p.m.). While your 
child visits, they will have a brief on-site interview. 

5 -  Admissions Screening
Students take the Independent School Entrance Exam (ISEE) which Academy offers a few times 
on campus. For more information on the ISEE please visit: isee.erblearn.org.

5 -  Teacher Report & Transcript
Applicants are required to request a transcript and current teacher recommendations in both 
Math and Language Arts. Please do not submit these until December so grades are current and 
applicant’s teachers know the child well.
